POTTERING AROUND 

Dear fellow potters 
By the time you read this the AGM will just be over and a new board 
will be managing the Society.  I think it is a strong board, and I am 
looking forward to it reviewing the Society’s business plan and 

continuing to develop the Society over
the next 12 months. My thanks, on your
behalf, to the retiring committee
members and especially to those who
have agreed to continue their previous
roles, but in a non-board capacity.
They will be ensuring that the day to
day activities of the Society continue as
before. 

Plans for the new studios are
progressing. A firm of architects has
been appointed to see the project
through, and I have had our first on-site
meeting with them. So the next twelve
months could be as exciting as the last. 

Some of you will know that one of
Chris’ Tuesday class students is blind,
and several others are slightly
handicapped. Because of the extra
attention that these students need, the
committee recently agreed to employ
Paul Dumetz to assist Chris during this
class. The arrangement is being trialled
this term and the board will review it at
the end of the term. However, reports
are that it is working really well. I have
been trying to obtain funding for this
from a number of agencies, and at last
it appears that someone is about to
help. We have yet to be contacted, but
it looks hopeful. 

On 18 March, Paul and I attended an
event run by the Canberra Blind
Society. They called it a ‘Leisure Expo’
and it was about the various leisure
activities that blind and visually
impaired people participate in and how
they manage. Chris and Paul’s student,
Vicki Scheeren, was there and gave a
very enthusiastic presentation about
her ceramics.  

I hope to persuade the new board to
pursue the development of a program
specifically for blind and visually
impaired people. The Canberra Blind
Society has some 200 active members,
so getting the numbers wouldn’t seem
to be a problem, and getting funding for
the project would, I hope, be relatively

straightforward, though it will no doubt 
be time-consuming. 

I also recently attended an Australia 
Council funding information session, 
which was quite enlightening. I was 
lucky also to get a very useful one-on-
one session with Frank Panucci, the 
director for strategic development for 
community partnerships. With our one 
and only previous attempt to get funding 
for the woodfire survey exhibition 
catalogue in 2005 ending in dismal 
failure and exhaustion, I was greatly 
encouraged by what I heard from Frank 
Panucci.  

Many thanks go out to Ron Jackson, 
who has donated a pug mill to the 
Society.

What a pleasure it was to welcome 
Anita McIntyre to the Canberra  
Potters' Society studio. Those 
members who came on what was the 
first evening of the long weekend 
holiday were not disappointed. Anita 
spoke with enthusiasm and humour of 
her early-life love of painting and her  
experience as a High School student in 
Queanbeyan having to study "ART"  
by distance education as "ART" was 
not offered in the general curriculum. 
She told of her discovery that painting did
not have to be a literal illustration of what
was seen but could be an expression of
ideas in an abstract way. After leaving
school Anita continued to pursue painting
and after a few years it was suggested to
her that she should also try "pottery".
Like so many of us she fell in love with
clay and has used it to express her art for
many years now. 
  
Shortly after completing her tertiary 
qualification at what is now the ANU 
Canberra School of Art, Anita joined the 
staff of that establishment and she 
continued there until her retirement from 
full time teaching in 2003, and is still 
involved as a Visiting Fellow.
  
Anita's early work was very much 
influenced by her travels around 
Australia and she showed some stunning 
views of the Kimberleys and other areas 
of northern and western Australia and 
indicated how they had influenced her 

work. Aboriginal spirits and central 
Australian desert landscapes also 
played their part in the development of 
her  
decoration. 
  
Most recently Anita has become 
intensely interested in her family 
history. A fourth generation Australian 
from one side and a fifth generation 
one from the other side means that she 
feels a great bond with the land. Using 
old parish maps, following traditional 
migration pathways of creatures 
endemic to the Queanbeyan area, 
such as the Bogong moth, and ever 
influenced by features in the landscape 
Anita tells, through her work, the story 
of her predecessors’ interaction with 
the land. 
  
Thank you, Anita, for an entertaining 
and inspirational evening.

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MARKET STALL 
Thinking about a 

Common questions people ask: 
What do I need to do to get started? 
What types of things do you think would sell well? 
What types of prices would you expect to pay?  
What would get your attention to come look at my table? 
 
Why the Market? : 
Use the markets as a platform to introduce your work 
to a larger audience. The market is a venue for potters 
to showcase their skills and craftsmanship. Buyers 
also have an option to buy contemporary pieces at 
reasonable prices. 
The running of a Market Stall can be a great way to 
make your own living. With flexible working hours, the 
attraction of being your own boss, the fresh air and a 
relaxed, friendly working environment are just some of 
the many reasons why each year thousands of people 
choose to set up as Market Traders and run their 
business from Markets. 
 
Ground Work: 
Before you get started in your craft business, you need 
to do some thinking and reflecting. You need to have a 
clear idea of the types of products you want to sell, 
and what you think people will be willing to pay for 
them.  
Think about how much time and money are you willing 
to spend to be included in a Craft Show/Market? How 
much money do you want to make? To what degree is 
it important that you make a profit at your first Market? 
In what ways can you leverage your efforts to increase 
your business later on, i.e. strategies for getting repeat 
business, increasing your mailing list, finding 
information from other vendors about other show 
opportunities? 
Make sure you print your internet address on business 
cards, flyers, swing tags or email it to past and 
potential clients to let them know where they can 
purchase your products online.  
If you own a web site already but don't have the ability 
to take online orders there are many existing sites you 
can use to sell your work also (we will cover internet 
selling in another issue of the CPS Newsletter) 
Keep your products and images up to date on your 
internet site. 
Make sure your shipping information is set up 
correctly.  
Invest in a good, strong table. Your table will get a 
huge work-out! Try to find a sturdy workman's trestle 
table available at your local DIY store. If you use only 
tables in your booth, make sure that you have different 
levels on the table.  All table covers need to go to the 
ground.  This gives you a place to put your containers 
and extra stock.  
 
A tent – Seriously consider a decent shelter. Don't buy 
a cheap one from a discount store…it will fall apart. It’s 
useful to have panels on each side that can roll up or 
down, depending on the weather. Determine how well 
the tent will perform in wet weather and in high winds. 
Determine if you can hang things from the tent’s frame, 
or if you will need to set up separate display panels. 
Be sure you practice assembling and dissembling the

tent prior to the show. Determine if it will take one person or 
more than one person to do this. 
Get a hold of the Markets and fairs guide. It contains 
information about nearly every market held in Australia. They 
have a website http://www.marketsandfairs.com.au/ and the 
hard copy only costs $5 in the newsagency. 
Start small, and start locally. Different markets charge varying 
rates. 
Visit your market beforehand to see what your up 
against...suss it out: 
Find out the general attendance at the show, and the number 
of vendors exhibiting there. Evaluate the numbers with a 
critical eye. What are the qualities of the customers? What 
are the qualities of the vendors? 
Will your inventory complement and fit in? You want to be 
unique and different, yet you also want your products to have 
a good fit with whatever else is there. 
What are your options for a booth location within the show 
itself? Very often, newcomers start in the least desirable 
areas. Will customers at the show still find you? Will you be 
near complementary booths – ones with items that will attract 
customers you want to attract to your own booth? 
Other stall holders are a wealth of information; they know 
where to go and where to avoid. Has a particular Market met 
their expectations? 
Get the dimensions ahead of time if possible for where your 
booth will be located in a craft fair or other exhibition so you 
can plan ahead and make it especially inviting. 
Don’t rely on the exhibitors to do all of your marketing for you. 
Instead, you should actively promote your booth. 
 
Your Display: 
Things to consider -bright colours, lights and a well displayed 
table. 
Good signage is very important – Try for a bright and eye 
catching banner. 
Display your product in the best way you can. Appearance 
can play an essential role in making a sale, as is picking an 
appropriate price to sell your product at. Poor appearance or 
too high a price will result in few or no sales. 
Points to consider when designing your own Market Stall-
there are several important questions you should ask 
yourself: 
• The Longest Length: what is the longest length of steel that 

will fit conveniently in your vehicle? Design your Market 
Stall Frame around this, otherwise you'll end up with a 
Market Stall you can't transport or use.  

• Space: effective product displays are a proven way to 
improve sales so ensure you allow enough space in your 
design to creatively display your products. However, when 
considering this you should also be aware of the space 
(pitch size) available to you, as well as it's rental cost on 
the Market you intend to work. The larger you make your 
Market Stall, the more rent you'll be charged.  

• Simplicity: keep your design simple. Have as few different 
parts as possible to avoid confusion when erecting the
Market Stall. The more complicated it is, the more time it'll 
take to erect and the last thing you want is to be scratching 
your head in confusion at 5am on a cold winter's day.  

• Flexibility: your requirements may change from season to 
season so if possible you should allow for change and 
flexibility such as the option to extend the Market Stall 
during busy periods when you want to display more stock 
or add an overhang to protect your products and customers 
from bad weather.  

• Height: don't make your Market Stall too tall. Aside from the 
fact that you'll have to erect the Market Stall yourself, the 
taller the stall, the greater the chance it will catch the wind 
and therefore the more weight that will be required to hold it 
down.  

Traders must dress their stalls:  
Set up your display in your home or yard prior to the show. 
Rearrange items until you find a setting that creates the 
most visual appeal.  
Your craft show booth is one of your most import tools in 
marketing your crafts. It's what will give people one of their 
first impressions of you and your products. As they walk by 
they will determine in their minds if they should stop to look 
at your crafts, or continue on their way. You must find a 
way in the few seconds you have, to get the attention of 
potential customers, and draw them into your booth.  
You need to decide what will draw the attention of potential 
customers, and make being in your booth a great 
experience for them. There are common contributing 
factors that can make shopping pleasant rather than 
stressful.  
Signs - As you think about what signs you should have, try 
and think of what you would need to know as a customer. 
What types of questions would be in your mind as you pass 
by the booth, or browse the products. Take whatever 
questions that come to mind and translate them into signs 
that give answers. Be careful to keep your signs short and 
to the point. Signage that is too wordy will loose the 
attention of shoppers. You need to be able to convey your 
message and information quickly.  
Colours - these can vary greatly. Keep in mind something 
that stands out, but fits with the theme and decor of your 
display. Whatever you decide, make your signs look sharp. 
With a good printer and a basic graphics program, you 
should be able to create most of what you'll need.  
Easy Flow of Traffic - This is something that is very 
important to the customer experience. If people can not 
move easily through your display, they can become 
frustrated and move on.

SHORT COURSES AT 
THE NATIONAL ART

HHiinnttss  &&  TTiippss  
Tips on using Latex resist 

1. Latex resist is used as a mask, then peeled off prior to firing.  
2. Don't use good brushes. Latex will eventually ruin your brushes, no matter how well 

you clean them. ** 
3. Don't wear nice clothes. Latex will also ruin your clothes.  
4. Mix a little liquid dish soap with water. Before using latex, wet your brush in the 

soapy water to help with brushability and cleanup. (After you're finished use the 
same soapy water to clean your brushes.)  This also helps keep the brush from 
clogging up.  

5. Work quickly to avoid pulling off dry material as you apply the resist.  
6. Apply 1 thick coat of latex. Thinner coats may be difficult to remove.  
7. When the top surface of the latex begins to yellow, it can be removed using a needle 

tool to gently lift edges.    
8. Wear a dust mask when removing the latex. Dried glaze particles on top of the latex 

will create dust.    
9. You may thin latex resist with a little water if necessary.

** An extra tip from Sara – a 50/50 mix of olive oil and washing up liquid will clean latex 
from brushes beautifully. (It doesn’t have to be an expensive virgin olive oil!). Keep some in 
a lidded jar ready to clean your brushes. It’s great for all sorts of brushes, including make-
up brushes.
