We will be running one-evening “try it out” classes on the 2n, 3 and 4t of

February 2010 for anybody who would like to try out something different. The

classes will run for 3 hours each evening from 6.30-9.30pm and will cover

Wheel (Tues) Handbuilding (Wed) and Sculpture (Thurs). The evenings will cost $35 each. The
classes do not include firing.

There will be a 1 day instructional Gas Firing day for Members on 21st February. This is for
members who already have an electric kiln licence but wish to fire the gas kilns. The workshop
will run from 9.00am- about 4 or 5pm and will cost $65 - this includes the glazes. Students will
need to booked in by the 14" Feb and have glazed work into the shed ready to be packed by
Thursday 18" of Feb. There is room for 10 students.

Now that the kilns are all individually metered the kiln firing and hire rates have changed and
users now pay a small hire fee and then only for the power/gas that is used. In most instances
this works out as a cheaper option for all our members.

The per kilogram firing cost structure is being adjusted for 2010 — details will be in the next
newsletter

As from January 1t 2010 members will be given a 10% discount on all clay purchases.
