Happy New Year to all me mbers! I hope 2009 will be a
productive year for you all. The committee will certainly be
working to help you by continuing to improve our facilities.  

Last year ended with the new kiln shed
being officially opened, just before our
Christmas party, by Mary Porter, MLA for
Ginninderra, standing in for the ACT
Chief Minister, who was unavailable.  I
was pleased that she and her husband
were able to stay on for a celebratory
drink and something to eat. Many thanks
to Maryke Henderson, who prepared a
memorable feast, which was much
enjoyed by about 50 members and
friends, despite the evening turning quite
cold and windy.  
You will all be pleased to learn, if you
have not already heard, that our
application for ACT Key Arts
Organisation funding was successful,
and that the funding period has been
increased from 3 to 5 years. The grant
will fund Sara’s position and also a new
part-time (6 hours a week) position of
office assistant. This position is intended
to take over some of Chris’ class
enrolment work and free him up for the
more technical task of managing the
workshop and overseeing the teaching
program.

Janet DeBoos is a Canberra-based studio ceramicist who has worked in the
field for more than 30 years.Janet is known for her fine handmade porcelain
vessels. Simple functional objects and the mark of the hand have always been
central to her practice. In recent years she has been testing the possibil ity that
there may not be any real difference between studio-produced handmade
objects and factory-produced objects that ‘look’ handmade. Since 2003, Janet
has worked with ceramics factories in Italy and China to investigate this idea
further. 

DeBoos was invited to work in a bone china factory in
Shandong Province, China. Initially pieces were produced
through model makers interpreting her drawings, but more
recently she has been hand-throwing scaled-up pieces from
which moulds are made.  
 
Since graduating from East Sydney Technical College in
1971, Janet has developed a significant body of work that
focuses on domestic themes. Her work appears in a
number of Australian museums and galleries and has
featured in many solo and group exhibitions. In 1998,
DeBoos was appointed Head of the Ceramics Workshop at
the Canberra School of Art (Australian National University)
where she continues to teach. She has published three
books on pottery: 'Glazes for Australian Potters', 1978;
'Handbook for Australian Potters', 1983; and 'More Glazes
for Australian Potters', 1988. 
 
 
 
From Janet DeBoos:  Entrophy & other Considerations 
 
 The performative nature of making and using - has
characterised my work for the past twenty or so years. I
imagine various scenarios and will make pieces for a
specific occasion or a particular person. 
 
I work at the limits of thrown porcelain, finishing all work
whilst the ware is sti ll  wet on the pottery wheel, and
throwing as thinly as it is possible to do without complete
collapse. I do not turn or trim the porcelain to thin it down
after it is dry, but try to always 'go with' the clay and retain
the freshness of the act of making. 
 
There have developed some distinct themes to which I
keep returning as the domestic ware becomes a vehicle for
examining broader issues.  
Although I didn't start out as a production potter, I spent
about 20 years in that role, and came to appreciate the
value of repetition in gaining insight and understanding.
Making generates ideas.  
 
I have worked for a number of years with factories in both
Italy and China in examining just what 'handmade' means
as the ceramic artist interfaces with industry. But it is sti l l
mine. So can I legitimately include these pieces in 'my' own
sets? They are slip cast by real people who handle them
just as much as any artist who uses slipcasting as a
process. So are they handmade?

vessel suitable for drinking from? Does it curve in or out, or is it straight up? For 
optimum function, there should be a slight curve outward so that l iquid flows 
easily from the vessel into the mouth and does not dribble.  
3. Is the shape of the object suitable to be held or drunk from? 
4. Does the handle have sufficient room for fingers? Handles should have room 
for average-sized fingers (granted, hands come in all shapes and sizes, but the 
thickness of the thickest part of the average fore finger is about 1 inch). If 
handles are too big, it will l ikely feel awkward and look awkward. 
5. Does the handle fit the hand, or do the fingers have to conform to the 
handle? 
6. Is the width of the mouth of a drinking vessel too large or too small? For 
comfortable drinking, the width of the mouth of a drinking vessel should be no 
more than the distance from the lips to the bridge of the nose. 
7. Does the shape of the pot need handles to fulfill  i ts intended use? 
8. Does the sound or texture of the surface aggravate the user? 
9. Does the object as designed get too hot to hold? If your piece is designed for 
hot liquid, you might want to adjust the thickness of the walls, or attach a handle 
so that hands don't get burnt.  
10. Could it work better and be more comfortable to use than it is?
