A Hands-on throwing workshop with Kaye Pemberton 18th-19th July 

 

 his course is aimed at participants who already have some wheel throwing
skills, and wish to improve upon these skills.  
Participants will be encouraged to experiment with new techniques and will
develop confidence and skills on the potter’s wheel. There will be
demonstrations and discussion related to throwing various forms, handle
making, LID and spout making, and joining techniques.  Kaye will
demonstrate trimming techniques, and various tools suitable for trimming.  Kaye
will demonstrate JOINING forms as part of the trimming process, and throwing
off a leather hard form. Practical hints and guidelines relating to form and
function will be discussed.   
 
The class will be focusing on making lidded forms and joining a series of forms
to make a teapot. The emphasis for the workshop is on skills development, not
finished works.  However, participants will have some completed pots at the end
of the workshop. 
Participants will be encouraged to experiment with various techniques and to
create their own style of work.  
 

The emphasis for the workshop will be the development and making of work,  
concentrating on having fun, attention to detail and well finished work. 

 
 
Kaye trained as a production potter at the Jam Factory Craft and Design
Centre, Adelaide, South Australia.  She completed a Graduate Diploma in Fine
Arts (Ceramics) at the Australian National University School of Art in 2001.
Kaye has taught art and ceramics for thirty years, more recently conducting
workshops in Australia, New Zealand and Canada.  Kaye’s work was selected
to represent Australian Craft in “Australian Contemporary”, Collect, held at the V
& A in London, in 2008. 
 
Kaye continues to make domestic ware. Her work focuses on the ceremonies of
daily living.  “I like to think that the user will enjoy handling the piece and some
of the alchemy of making each piece will be transported into the moment of use.
The process of throwing leads one further into investigating each form.  I enjoy
the contradiction of the vitrified clay enveloping the softness of volume.  Since
2002, my work has focused on the tea ritual.  More recently, I have been
making other functional pieces for use and enjoyment in the home environment.
I work in porcelain, described by some as “the hard stuff”, yet for me, the
challenges of working with this unforgiving clay lead to great satisfaction.”

CONSUMMATE CASSEROLES

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Matthias Ostermann was born in Germany. His involvement
with ceramics happened after an accident made him abandon
plans to become a modern dancer. He began to play with clay
as a form of therapy following his injury and soon found he was
hooked. Basic throwing and studio skills were learnt during
three years in Toronto as an informal apprentice and friend to
German, Isolde Rest, a trained potter.  
 
 In 1974 he moved to England, attracted by Anglo-Oriental
stoneware but ended up in Ireland. Chance saw him obtain a
job as a full time thrower at Shanagarry Pottery in County Cork.
After a year Matthias was very fluent at production throwing but
had not learnt the art of decoration or glazing. He returned to
England and was fortunate enough to be introduced to Bernard
Leach who persuaded him to continue with his endeavours.  

Matthias Ostermann died peacefully at the Royal Victoria Hospital in Montreal on April 19th, 2009 following a 
battle with HIV-induced lymphoma. 
Born in Germany (1951) to Lila Ostermann, they immigrated to Canada in 1953 and lived in Toronto during his 
formative years. Toronto potter Isolde Rest introduced him to pottery in his late teens, sparking a life-long 
passion and career in the ceramic arts.  For the past 20 years he lived and worked in Montreal. 
He had many colourful stories to tell, and told them all, and well, both in person and in pots. At the peak of his 
career he lectured and exhibited around the world.  His pottery is held in the collections of the Victoria and 
Albert Museum, the Musée national des beaux-arts du Québec, the Royal Ontario Museum etc, as well as in 
many homes.  
Matthias became known for his maiolica pottery and knowledge of the field.  He wrote three well-received 
books and countless magazine articles about ceramics.  His most recent exhibition ‘Boats of Passage’ was 
held in Toronto last December.

On this advice he headed back to Montreal and started his own modest studio.  He produced simple,
decorated domestic ware, using glazes fired in oxidation with electric kilns. He was working against the
ceramic mainstream that was characterised by high-fired reduction glazes such as celadon or temmokku.   In
1978, a grant from the Canada Council for the Arts enabled him to fund a study tour to China, Korea and
Japan. He was very much taken with the warm, creamy whites, with crisp, contrasting decoration of the Tz’u-
chou wares of the Chinese Sung dynasty. This confirmed his preference for oxidation as his firing medium. On
returning to Canada he continued to work in stoneware but became increasingly frustrated with its limited
colour palette.  It was at this point that Matthias began exploring the rich colors of low-fired maiolica. In 1981
another grant from the Canada Council sent him to Italy where he traveled extensively, embracing the Tuscan
life and ceramic culture. At this point he was firmly committed to earthenware and maiolica, which he finds, is a
versatile and compelling medium.  

 
 Matthias Ostermann has exhibited and lectured internationally and
his work can be found in such permanent collections as the Baden-
Wurtenbergisches Landesmuseumin Germany, the Canadian Clay
and Glass Museum and the Victoria and Albert Museum in London. 
 
 Since 1981 he has specialised in low-fire, tin glaze techniques
covering domestic ware, sculpture and architectural wall tiles. He has
a strong love of narratives, myths and legends that was a legacy from
his mother and these attributes are portrayed in his work. He has also
worked as a part time magazine illustrator and is currently exploring
works on paper, canvas and other media. 

Author Sue Hewat 
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Tin-glazes originated in 9th century Mesopotamia when Islamic potters imitated
the white T’ang Chinese wares they had seen carried over the trade routes.
This was done by opacifying their transparent alkaline glazes with tin oxide,
effectively masking the buff-coloured earthenware clay body. In time artists
decorated the surfaces with coloured oxides and lustures. This technique
traveled with the spread of Islam though the north of Africa and finally ending up
in Spain and became well established by the 11th century. By the 13th century
these Hispano-Moresque wares were truly a fusion of eastern and western
cultures in both technique and images. During the 14th and 15th centuries the
Moresque lustrewares found an active market in Italy via the trading port of
Majorca, hence the name Maiolica. By the second part of the 16th century the
term was being used in Italy to refer to tin-glaze wares being made there.
Maiolica production techniques then continued to spread throughout Europe,
changing and adapting to suit the changing cultures of the different countries.
One fine example of this change was the creation of delftware, named after the
Dutch city of Delft, when the passion for imported Chinese blue and white
porcelain became the focus for popular imitations to be produced using tin-
glazes with cobalt decoration.   
 
Matthias Ostermann is very clever at producing simplistic, almost childlike,
graphic visuals. This simplicity is achieved by a strong sense of design and a
good understanding of the colour spectrum. It is this well designed
sophistication that appeals to me. His strong sense of style using uncomplicated
lines creates a mild abstractness that I find interesting. My interest lies not in the
practice of the tin-glaze procedure but in the application of his colour and
painting.  
 
 Ostermann creates clean pure surface decoration. He has great control over
the image using a variety of ways to achieve this. Brushes and brushstrokes are
important to him. I like this idea.  Having a variety of brushes lends itself to all
sorts of painting and painting effects. I like the idea of having control over
decoration techniques by the use of onglaze/underglaze slips, engobes and
colourants. The use of resist decoration and scraffito is also very strong. 
 
Ostermann uses a low fire medium that gives him brightness and clarity of
colour. I do not necessarily want to produce low fire pottery but I would like to
try a mid fire range.   
 
It is the resolution of the visual processes that leaves a satisfying solution to the
design elements that he uses and leaves his own personal stamp of design.
